IN THE SENATE OF THE UNITED STATES

submitted the following resolution; which was referred

RESOLUTION

Relating to the censure of George W. Bush.

Whereas Congress passed the Foreign Intelligence Surveil-
lance Aect of 1978 (50 U.S.C. 1801 et seq.), and in so
doing provided the executive branch with clear authority

to wiretap suspected terrorists inside the United States;

Whereas the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Act of 1978
has been amended multiple times since 1978, to expand
the surveillance authority of the executive branch and ad-

dress new technological developments;

Whereas the Foreien Intelligence Surveillance Act of 1978
states that it and the eriminal wiretap law are the “exclu-
sive means by which electronie surveillanee” may be con-

dueted by the United States Government and makes it a
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crime to wiretap individuals without complying with this

statutory authority;

Whereas the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Aet of 1978
permits the Government to initiate wiretapping imme-
diately in emergencies as long as the Government obtains
approval from the court established under seetion 103 of
the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Aet of 1978 (50
U.S.C. 1803) within 72 hours of initiating the wiretap;

Whereas the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Act of 1978
authorizes wiretaps without the court orders otherwise re-
quired by the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Aet of
1978 for the first 15 days following a declaration of war
by Congress;

Whereas the Authorization for Use of Military Foree that be-
came law on September 18, 2001 (Public Law 107-40;
50 U.S.C. 1541 note), did not grant the President the
power to authorize wiretaps of Americans within the
United States without obtaining the court orders required
by the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Act of 1978;

Whereas the President’'s inherent constitutional authority
does not give him the power to violate the explicit statu-
tory prohibition on warrantless wiretaps in the Foreign

Intelligenee Surveillanee Aet of 1978;

Whereas George W. Bush, President of the United States,
has authorized and continues to authorize wiretaps by
the National Security Ageney of Americans within the
United States without obtaining the court orders required
by the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Aect of 1978;

Whereas President George W. Bush has failed to swhe inform

the‘enngr(:ﬂsioual intelligence eommittees about this pro-
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gram, as required by the National Security Act of 1947
(50 U.s.C. 401 et seq.);

Whereas President George W. Bush repeatedly misled the
publie prior to the publie disclosure of the National Secu-
rity Ageney surveillance program by indicating his Ad-
ministration was relying on court orders to wiretap sus-
pected terrorists inside the United States, by stating—

(1) on April 20, 2004, that “When we're talking
about chasing down terrorists, we're talking about get-
ting a court order before we do so.”;

(2) on July 14, 2004, that “the government can’t
move on wiretaps or roving wiretaps without getting a
court order”; and

(3) on June 9, 2005, that “Law enforecement officers
need a federal judge’s permission to wiretap a foreign
terrorist’s phone, a federal judge's permission to track
his calls, or a federal judge's permission to search his
property. Officers must meet striet standards to use any

of these tools.”;

Whereas President George W. Bush has, sinee the publie dis-
closure of the National Security Agency surveillance pro-
gram, falsely implied that the program was necessary be-
cause the exeeutive branch did not have authority to
wiretap suspeected terrorists inside the United States, by
making statements about the supposed need for the pro-
eram, including—

(1) on January 25, 2006, stating at the National
Security Agency that “When terrorist operatives are here
in America communicating with someone overseas, we
must understand what’s going on if we're going to do our
Job to protect the people. The safety and security of the
American people depend on our ability to find out who
