C-SPAN Providing LIVE Coverage of GOP Candidates
at lowa State Fair and Ames GOP Straw Poll

***Thursday, August 11-13 — LIVE on C-SPAN***

New C-SPAN Online/Social Features to Augment
Signature “Road to the White House” Coverage

(Washington, DC; August 8, 2011 ) — C-SPAN will provide extensive live coverage of a key early stop for
GOP presidential candidates: this week’s lowa State Fair in Des Moines and Saturday’s Ames lowa
Republican Straw Poll.

The public affairs network’s LIVE coverage begins Thursday, Aug. 11 at 11:30amET with speeches by Mitt
Romney and Michelle Bachmann at the Des Moines Register’s soap box booth at the lowa State Fair. On
Friday, Aug. 12, our coverage continues from the State Fair at 11:30amET with remarks by Herman Cain,
Thaddeus McCotter, Rick Santorum, Ron Paul and Tim Pawlenty. Democratic National Committee
Debbie Wasserman Schultz is also scheduled to speak.

Saturday, LIVE coverage of the lowa Republican Straw Poll in Ames begins at 12pm ET with a preview
program on the history and the impact of the 32-year old event, which is also a fundraiser for the lowa
Republican Party. C-SPAN'’s live straw poll telecast begins at 1pm ET from the campus of lowa State
University at the Hilton Coliseum and continues until the balloting concludes and a winner is chosen.

The Ames Straw Poll is the most prominent of the in-person lowa polls, drawing activists from around
the state in a test of organizational strength. lowa residents over the age of 18 can vote for one of the
nine Republican candidates on the straw poll ballot, but only these six will speak at the event:
Bachmann, Cain, McCotter, Paul, Pawlenty, and Santorum. Newt Gingrich, John Huntsman and Mitt
Romney appear on the ballot but are not scheduled to speak.

MULTIMEDIA PRODUCTION:

C-SPAN viewers can join in the political conversation by phone and on Facebook. Straw poll news in
conjunction with C-SPAN coverage will be live-tweeted via the network’s “Road to the White House”
twitter feed. Ames coverage will be simulcast on C-SPAN Radio (90.1 FM in the DC/Baltimore area) and
XM Satellite Radio channel 119. Mobile users can hear the coverage via the C-SPAN free Radio iPhone
and Blackberry apps. Livestream simulcast coverage will be available via C-SPAN’s website.

NEW C-SPAN CAMPAIGN BUS DEBUTS:

Ames also marks the kickoff event for C-SPAN’s new Campaign 2012 bus. The bus engages visitors
through interactive multimedia demonstrations, allowing them to experience C-SPAN’s public affairs
content available via HD, online, radio and social media and new applications. In partnership with
Mediacom, C-SPAN’s lowa cable affiliate, the C-SPAN Campaign 2012 bus will be in lowa for the week
leading up to the straw poll, and will be on site at the Ames event. See pictures of the bus here on flickr.

“Road to the White House” coverage

C-SPAN’s signature “Road to the White House” coverage dates back to 1984, when the network carried
lowa caucuses live and uninterrupted for the first time on national TV. In 1984 C-SPAN also telecast live,
uninterrupted coverage of both the Democratic and Republican National conventions for the first time.

For this year’s eighth installment of “Road to the White House,” C-SPAN is adding these new elements:

e More live coverage of events than in years past — on all C-SPAN platforms
e Coverage in HD including, for the first time, the party conventions

e Partnerships with local media in key election states to expand coverage

e Social media integration and engagement

e Archived video through the C-SPAN Video Library

e  Mobile apps.

C-SPAN veterans Steve Scully, political editor, and Craig Caplan, senior political producer, are producing
“Road to the White House” this year.

“We want to take viewers to the events and let the public make up their own minds about the issues
and the candidates,” Scully said. “C-SPAN covers the presidential race as a whole, not just the
candidates in the lead. As the race unfolds and we learn more about the candidates and the issues,
viewers will get a more complete look at the entire race and learn more about the candidates. We also
give a platform to significant third party candidates and independents. And along the way we will listen
regularly to the voices of voters, in signature C-SPAN style.”

Including the Ames Straw Poll, key elements of C-SPAN’s Campaign 2012 coverage will include:

e Covering in their entirety, such as campaign rallies, party dinners, straw polls, debates

e Following candidates engaging in retail, grass-roots campaigning. C-SPAN will give a sense of
what’s happening at house parties in NH, or at meet-and-greets in lowa

e Conducting profile interviews with the Republican candidates

e Examining the operational aspects of the campaign: looking at the money and who's guiding the
candidates

e Following the media’s reporting on the campaign: “covering the coverage”

e Providing gavel to gavel coverage of conventions.
